GOOD – BAD – IMPORTANT – INTERESTING – VERY


Depending on context, you could use the following adjectives instead of saying

good/nice:
attractive, compelling, favourable, engaging, entertaining, impressive, exceptional, inviting, refreshing, striking, reliable, valid, pleasant, skilful, pleasing, substantial, flawless, impeccable, superb

bad:
atrocious, abominable, awful, dreadful, painful, terrible, distressing, lamentable, hard, tough hopeless, incompetent, unskilled, mediocre, poor, unfavourable, unsuitable, harmful, defective, faulty

interesting:
absorbing, engrossing, fascinating, gripping, riveting, entertaining, exciting, extra-ordinary

important/main: 
crucial, essential, fundamental, central, cardinal, key, chief,  principal, profound, remarkable,
critical, influential

very: 
extremely, remarkably, extra-ordinarily, outrageously, fundamentally, highly, genuinely, greatly, desperately


A lot of these adjectives form collocations, e,g:

a vital element, an essential part, the key argument, (adjective – noun)
strikingly handsome, dreadfully nervous, remarkably accurate, etc. (adverb – adjective)
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
